Course Overview:

This course is an introduction to the Sanskrit language. We will cover the
Devanagari script, noun and pronoun declensions, verb conjugations, sandhi,
etc. The course is designed as the first half of a year long course.

Madhav M. Deshpande, Samsk/Etasubodhini: A Sanskrit Primer (Ann Arbor, MI:
Centers for South and Southeast Asian Studies, University of Michigan, 2003).

* In order to avoid falling behind, this book must be brought to the first class
of the semester.

Suggested Materials:

Many, many packets of blank note cards (for flashcards)

Recording device (for recording and listening to paradigms, verb conjugations,
vocabulary, etc.)

Evaluation:

Students will take a quiz daily covering the week's material. There will also be a
final writing assignment — a translation — due during finals week. Participation
and homework will also count heavily toward the final grade.

Final Writing Assignment 20%
