Course Description: This course will examine the Christian pilgrimage to Santiago de Compo-
stela, Spain, popularly known as the Camino de Santiago, both throughout history and as it is
currently practiced. Material in a variety of media (text, movies, music) and from the medieval
period to the 215 century will be analysed.
